The American Rescue Plan provides $1.9 Trillion in
robust relief

400 billion to combat the pandemic directly, including
money to accelerate vaccine deployment and to safely
reopen most schools within 100 days.

Dramatic increase in tax credits to help lift children,
families, and workers out of poverty.

$1,400 direct payments to individuals, more generous
unemployment benefits, federally mandated paid leave
for workers, food and housing aid, and large subsidies for
child care costs.

An additional $350 billion would help state and local
governments bridge budget shortfalls.

Racial Equity and Justice is Centered

Inclusive policies benefiting Black, Brown and
Indigenous Communities.

Modeled on an FDR-style strategy to put the
country in a better position than it was before the
pandemic hit.

Timing for Bill: Unofficial Deadline for Passage is
March 14

Likely a DEMOCRAT-Only Bill
Republicans Pushing Back on Big Bill

Dems likely to use process that requires simple
majority (50 plus 1)
